The exhibition Up Close offers a new approach
to modernand contemporary heritage. It pre-
sentsvisitorswitha “behind-the-scenes” look
at the processes of research, protection, and
conservation-restoration of selected works
fromthe holdings of the Museum of Contem-
porary Art in Zagreb (MSU), the Museum of
Modern Art in Ljubljana (MG+MSUM), the
Bozidar Jakac Gallery in Kostanjevica na Krki,
and the Vasko Lipovac Atelier in Split.

The conservation-restoration profession has
been given the great privilege of direct physi-
cal contact with artworks and the possibility
of entering into the process of their creation.
But the work on modern and contemporary
art requires much more than just a technical
understanding of the materials they are com-
posed of;, we mustalsounderstandthebroader
context of an object, its material and spiritual
structure. The results of such studies contrib-
ute to the interpretation and understanding
of modern and contemporary artworks, the
meaning of which is often quite difficult to
penetrate without guidance and instructions.

This exhibition presents the results of analy-
ses and interventions, but also seeks to bring
closer the ethical issues and challenges that
arise whenworking to protect artworks made
of unconventional materials. Video and au-
dio interpretations of artworks and readings
of short texts furtherilluminate the meaning
of the materials selected. The technological

studies and accompanying materials can be
touched, and enable the audience closer con-
tact with the artwork, since the more senses
areinvolved, the fuller the experience will be.

All
of the procedures presented at this exhibition
reveal the diversity of approaches within the
field and, thanks to theirinterconnectedness,
facilitate the understanding of the problem-
atics covering the period from the early 20"
century to the present day.

Itistheresult ofalongstanding collaboration
between three institutions: the Academy of
Fine Arts and Design of the University of Lju-
bljana, the Museum of Modern Artin Ljublja-
na, and the Museum of Contemporary Art in
Zagreb. Anumber of partnerinstitutions have
also participatedinthe project, including the
Restoration Centre - Institute for the Protec-
tion of Cultural Heritage of Slovenia, the Fo-
rensic Science Centre lvan Vuceti¢ in Zagreb,
and numerous museums and faculties from
the scientific and artistic fields.
